Outline:

Tanamukaihara was designated a National Historic Site in January
1999 because of the unusually well-preserved remains of a possible
dwelling there, suggesting a settled lifeway already in the Palaeolithic.
A replica of the dwelling remains is now part of the Tanamukaihara
Historic Site Park. Sagamihara City opened a Public Outreach Center
in April 2009, next to the park. The facility contains an exhibit room
focused on the Palaeolithic finds, and rooms for public lectures and
classes.
